Psalms 121:1-2 ...I will lift up my eyes to the hills, from whence comes
my help? My help comes from the Lord.

He
will not leave you nor forsake you.

God has the ability to do more for for us than we can ask
or even imagine. He is not limited in anyway. The only one that limits
us is us. Recently, at a teacher workshop, the instructor challenged us
to “stretch ourselves.” Let’s push ourselves to do more and become
more and remove the limits that hold us back.
